[6] Exchange Money

For participants who directly come from abroad and arrive in Toyama at the
late time of 10. Feb, we strongly recommend them to make change money in
Tokyo Airport (Narita or Haneda). The opening time of the bank inside

Toyama Airport is very limited.

We only accept Japanese Yen (JPY) for the payment of participant fee at the
registration at the conference site, which is early in the morning at 11. Feb.,

which 1s a bank holiday. So, please prepare JPY in advance.

There are several places where you can exchange USD for JPY; bank
branches nearby the university of Toyama, those in downtown Toyama,

and the front desk in ANA Hotel. At the Hokuriku Bank Headquarter, which
1s a 10 min walking distance from ANA Hotel, you can exchange USD, EUR,
KRW, TWD, RMB for JPY.



[7] Excursion

Excursion will be held in the afternoon, 13. Feb. (Fri). Excursion fee is

included in the participant fee. For accompanying person, it costs 3,000
JPY/person.

[10] Weather in Toyama

Typically in February, we have snowy (with rainy) weather in Toyama.

In spite of its location relatively being south as compared to Europe,
Toyama is a famous place as a snow area. This is because of the unique
geographic situation of Toyama, which is sandwiched between sea and high
mountains. In Winter time, the wind coming from Siberia gains its
humidity when it comes across the sea, and such humid atmosphere gives
huge snow in Toyama after colliding with high mountains behind (so-called

Japan Alps).

If we are not very lucky, we have 50-80 cm depth of snow in down town
(a few - 10 meters in mountain area). All participants should be prepared
for their clothes against snow, humidity and rain. In particular, streets are

often very wet because of the melting-snow system, so that you should



take care of your shoes or boots. Please be prepared!
